At the center of the exhibition is
a dynamic ink drawing of Bodong, a sacred spirit of mountains and
waters, depicted in full body. The work is notable for its combination
of realism and narrative expression.

For the artist, animals are not merely subjects of representation,
they are mediators between the human and natural worlds, tangible
manifestations of invisible forces.

The animals depicted in her works embody a dual nature: fierce
yet calm, dominant yet protective. They come alive as symbols of
life-sustaining energy and protection.

In some works, the artist captures the raw power and intensity
of wild beasts as seen only in nature, carefully studying anatomy and
expressing it with remarkable skill. Through these works, she aims to
transmit energies of protection, balance, and spiritual peace into space.

Ink drawing is a highly precise and sensitive technique, and
Bolortuya combines ink and resist techniques with controlled airflow
to create dynamic compositions that balance fluid movement and
fine control.

Through this exhibition, viewers are invited to experience a
deeper sense of strength, protection, inner stability, and spiritual
tranquility through the imagery of animals.
